A Quick Version (for When Time is Limited)
Teacher: Calls out a number.
Students: Respond with “Square.”

A Slow Version (This allows students to get
used to saying the words.)

Teacher: Please name the shapes in the top
row, starting frg/m the left. v

Students: Heart, triangle, circle, star, square,
rectangle.

Teacher: Now, the second row.

Students: TriangleYsquare, star, Yectangle,
heart, circle.

Writing the answers on the board can keep students from getting

stuck.
