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Habitat: Hippos used to be widely distributed, but now they are found only in eastern, central, and
southern parts of Africa, south of the Sahara.

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Habitat: Indian subcontinent, Sumatra Island, Far East Russia, regions from Myanmar to Vietnam, and
southern China. Tigers hunt alone and are more likely to actively search for their prey rather than
ambushing them.
